Hemp plants can not be used as a drug
because they contain only trace concentrations of this

11 can
be nsed to produce high quality products ranging from paper to petrolenm and
lrom Lextiles to food. The hemp plant’s strong lbres, fast rate of growth, and resist-
ance Lo pests are jist a fow of the characteristics that make it such an extraordinary
crop.

Due 1o its versatility, industrial hemp was at one time an extremely impor-
tant global commadity. Then in the 1930 it el victim to anti-drug sentiment.
Cultivatian bans on canmabis plants were enacted and enforced m the United States,
Canada and other countries. Smce henp = a cannalas plant its colivation became
illegal despite the fact that it has never been and could never be used as a drug.

While hemp farming was banned in some countries, it remained legal in
others. Ching, Hungary, Romania, Poland and France have contineed to produce
hemp throughoot the Twentieth Cenitury and Canadians have continned to import
hermp based products from these aseas. Ironically, the Canadian government itsell
imports hemp paper upon which 1o print oor national currency becanse it is more
durable than paper produced with wood palp.

I the earty 19905, French scientists developed a new strain of hemp which
had even lower concentrations of THC than the hemp that had been grown in the
past. Countries which had restricted the growth of this plant began to reconsider
their laws. Great Britain lifted its prehibition in 1993 and many other European
countries followed suil, In 1995 CAW environmentalists, recognizing the many
benefits of the hemp plant, set out on a mission to educate Canadians about the
presibilities of hemp farming in Canada. [n the years which followed, the CAW
[ndustrial Hemp Campargn was an instrumental factor in the re-legalization of
hermp cultivation in our country.

and durable than that produced from cotton. We may be able to
start manufacturing more textiles here, in our own conntry, In
addition, since hemp farming hasn't been practiced in Canada for
over 40 years there will be a need to develop and manufacture
machinery for harvesting and processing this crop.
